Projects KCCC have organised or supported:

e Attractive, locally made mosaic table tops on all public dining tables in Katoomba Street.

¢ New banner poles and banners that are clean, attractive and easily accessed with more
banners planned as funds become available.

e Poster poles to advertise ‘What's on’ in Katoomba to prevent unsightly plastering
of notices on public furniture and light poles.

¢ The annual ‘Katoomba Wines of the West Festival’ which brings tourists to the area and
also offers locals a weekend of wine and food tasting from the area and entertainment.

e Since 2000, started and supported the ‘Katoomba Eatstreet & Town Map'.

¢ Initiated and obtained funding from State Government and organised the installation, maintenance
and supervision of CCTV cameras in Katoomba Street. Improving police crime statistics.
